PROPOSED DWELLINGHOUSE:-  
 

Detailed Planning Consent has been obtained to convert into this former steading into a 3 
BEDROOM (1 EN-SUITE). To incorporate a large SITTING ROOM, with double doors out 
to the patio area, KITCHEN, with open plan family area, BATHROOM.   
 

GROUND  The Steading occupies a good sized site, extending to approximately ½ an acre.  
Additional ground may be available to purchase under separate negotiation.  

 

SERVICES The property is served by a private water supply  and drainage will be to a septic tank. 
Services to be connected at the Purchaser’s expense.  

 
LOCATION The Steading is situated approximately 2 miles from the neighbouring village of Maud, 

which has a Primary School,  two  convenience stores, sub-post office,  garage.  There is 
also a new Resource Centre where the Medical Practice, gymnasium and café is 
situated.   New Deer is approximately 3 miles away and the larger towns of Mintlaw, 
Peterhead and Fraserburgh are all within easy commuting distance.   

 
 Maud sits in the heart of the former Formartine and Buchan Railway – this is a disused 

railway line extending in all to 53 miles, which is now provides a safe and interesting 
cycle path running through the heart of rural Aberdeenshire.

Turn right – 
signposted “Clochan”, continue along this road for about ¼ of a mile, just after the 
bungalow, take the farm track on the right.
