Bush Smithy, Fisherford, Rothienorman  is a characterful filled and deceptively spacious 3 bedroom country 
property.  The property is in ready to move into condition, however there is a also the potential for the 
dwellinghouse to be further extended. 
 
The former smithy, which is of stone and slate construction,  joins onto the dwellinghouse and has in the past had 
building warrant granted  for this to be converted into further accommodation, which has however lapsed.   There 
is a further  outbuilding that adjoins the house at the opposite end which is also believed suitable for conversion 
purposes.    
 
Internally the property comprises a large sitting room, enjoying lots of natural light by way of the French doors 
leading out to the garden and focal point fireplace, suitable for an open fire.   
 
The kitchen is fitted with pine units, complemented by solid beech worktops, the oil fired Stanley runs the central 
heating system and is used for cooking as well.  
 
The bathroom has recently been fitted with a traditional white 3-piece suite and there is a separate shower 
cubicle.  There is one bedroom at ground floor level and further bedrooms are upstairs, both of which have Velux 
windows, providing beautiful views.   
 
There is a sheltered courtyard type garden to the front, planted with mature shrubs and bushes, the main garden 
ground is sited to the rear and in all extends to approximately ¾ of an acre, to include a young orchard.  There is 
also a small field situated opposite the house, currently used for grazing.   
 
Bush Smithy, enjoys a very pleasant rural setting with lovely outlooks over open countryside and Bennachie in the 
far distance. The property is within easy reach of Turriff, Huntly and Inverurie and commuting distance of 
Aberdeen.

PORCH  The property enters from the front into the entrance porch, which has a pitch and slate 

roof.  Tiled to dado height. Built-in storage cupboard. Tiled floor. Radiator.  
 
HALLWAY Wood laminate floor. Dado rail. Ceiling light. Radiator. Door leading through to  
 
INNER HALLWAY Built-in understair storage cupboard. Pendant light. Radiator.  Staircase leading to upper 

floor.  
 
SITTING ROOM 5.20m x 3.11m (17’ x 15’) This is a lovely bright room, enjoying lots of natural light coming 

from the double French doors, opening out directly into the garden. This room has many 
charming features to include a cast iron fireplace, with marble inserts. The feature wall 
has been stripped back to its original stonework.  Built-in corner, base t.v unit. Dado and 
picture rails. Double radiator. Pendant light. Door leading through to a small room, which 
could be utilised as office space.  An access door leads through to the old smithy 
building. 

 



KITCHEN 4.35m x 3.18m (14’2” x 10’5”) Fitted with quality pine base and wallmounted units, solid 
beech worktops.  Oil fired Stanley, finished in red, for cooking and central heating 
purposes.  Plumbed for automatic washing machine and dishwasher.  Stainless steel sink 
and drainer, mixer tap.
