The ground is situated at the front of the house, and leads down to the road. The two
fields are fenced and set out in grass.

There is a staircase
leading to a floored attic. Water and power.

40’ x 30’ This is a modern building, with tall double doors, inspection pit. The building has
power, light and water supplies.
